	Grade Level(s): 
	7th and 8th grade

	Title:
	Exploring College and Careers

	Rationale:
	This lesson will serve to give7th and 8th some ideas about what to do in high school to prepare for C&C. It will also serve to get them thinking about where their interests lie and what kind of education, career they may wish to pursue.

	Time Frame:
	20-30 minutes  

	Procedure: 
	1. Introduce self to students, explain the purpose of the lesson. Ask students to identify careers they are interested in.
2. Test knowledge: Ask students what degrees they know about. Write these on the board or on the computer. As the student’s identify education types talk about what the levels mean. Explore the years of education, the average salary, and identify some careers that fit into each education level. 

3. Talk to students about the different types of schools that can be attended. Again write these on the board and talk about them one at a time. 

4. Activity: Career Jeopardy – bonus points for figuring out the degree that goes with the career. Split into teams of 2 or 3. Winning team gets candy or prize of some sort. 
5. If time permits, have a discussion about the sort of skills students should be acquiring in middle school that will help them in high school and beyond. Have a handout from the CollegeEd handbook, about managing time and staying organized. 

6. Write the Big Future website on the board: bigfuture.collegeboard.org
