	To provide guidance to students on interpreting their PSAT scores and learning the My College Quickstart site.  

	Time Frame:

	Procedure: 
	1. Start by asking students to log-on to the computers and navigate to the College Board Quick Start website (quickstart.collegeboard.org) and then push their keyboards back. 
2. Hand out score sheets as students are logging on. 

3. Use PSAT scores notes (from PPT) to explain to students what/how to interpret their scores
4. Then have them create College Board accounts by first entering their access code. 

5. Once everyone has created accounts have students to navigate to the first section: My Online Scoring Report. Allow students a few minutes to get familiar with the section. 

6. Do the same for sections 2-5. 

7. Show students where to find the SAT question of the day and other SAT study tools. 

8. Answer any questions that students have about scoring or the navigating the site.
